RIVER JOURNEY

— CHRIS HENDERSON DISCOVERS THE WHANGANUI —

| just happened to see a pictorial feature on the

upper reaches of the Whanganui River. Sud-
denly it seemed like a good way to spend a few
days — looking at it a bit closer. Someone sug-
gested that a canoe was a good method of trans-
port for a look at the river, and that Wally
Glentworth at Wanganui River Jet Tours was
the man to see. A phone call later and it was
done. The last trip for the season was leaving in
about a week, and | was booked on it. Wally
assured me there was nothing to it ... after all
he’s done about 90,000 miles on the river. Sure
most of it was in a jet boat, but | was prepared
to bet that he knows the river and the scenery.

| think it was about then that | realised | knew
nothing at all about canoeing in fact |I'd never
been in one. A kayak seemed the best bet . . .
light and easy to handle, so a kayak it was to
be.

Sunday arrives. Wife delivers a somewhat
doubtful voyager to River Jet terminal at 8.45.
| find four other local men, and a young lady
tourist from America to be my companions for
the next five days. Wally has decided he needs a
break so he's coming along as guide, and his son
Chris, who's on leave, and looks good and
strong, is also coming along to help out. Eight
of us, and | secretly wonder if I’'m the only one
who's never been in a canoe before. | look at
the trailer already loaded with the boats.
-26-

There's one big canadian canoe . . . that's for
the guides and the food . . . it's got an out-
board, that’s in case someone gets sick and
needs to be brought out fast. There are two
smaller canadian canoes, they will take two in
each, and right on top a very small and sudden-
ly frail looking kayak. We seem to have enough
food for a month, but someone’s left the beer
at home?

All into John Hammond’'s mini bus for the
drive to Taumarunui. Stop off at the Taumaru-
nui Police Station to tell them who we are and
when we expect to be home. At least if we're
not back by Thursday night someone will be
looking for us.

On the drive North | find I’'m not the only one
who has never canoed. Some comfort. We drive
a short way down the Ohura Road before stop-
ping to put up camp for the first night. Then
back towards Taumarunui, and we launch the
canoes. There's still time to go home in the bus
with John. We make a somewhat undignified
entry into the canoes for the first time. | feel
sure that the frail, highly mobile piece of fibre-
glass under me will never stay upright. Ten min-
utes later, and it starts to feel a little better.
Then the first rapid, and | discover one of the
principles of canoeing. I'm going to get wet. Shi
Ship a lot of water . . . but we're still afloat.
That Kayak feels very small in rapids. Still I'm

still upright after the first two rapids,
which is more than one pair in a
canoe can say. An hour or so later
and we’ve made our way down the
river to the camp site. Fires alight,
we've had a swim, and the fishing
rods are out.

Trout for tea, and as it's soon dark,
an early night. The ground’s hard,
but the next time | look at my watch
it'’s 5.30am. Time for a swim, gentle
trot up the road and back for break-
fast. Surely all that gear won't fit in
the boats . . but it does — all care-
fully wrapped in plastic bags, and
stowed in our respective boats.

Today the kayak feels much better
. more like | belong with it. | can

actually steer it, and it doesn't feel as if it’s going to
fall over every time | move. We're off, with Wally
pointing out the history of the river as we make our
delightfully quiet and peaceful way towards our final
destination — Pipiriki.

First stop is to visit Jock Ercegs private museum to
look at a great collection of artifacts which have been
gathered from up and down the river over many years.
An hour later and we're afloat again heading for our
lunch stop at the mouth of the Ohura River. Climb up
the hill and look at the Maori Niu poles, then down to
the swing bridge built by soliders from the Fijian
Army. It's a pleasant spot, but we have to move, and

we head down past the mouth of the
Retaruke where we're to set up camp
again. Dinner will taste pretty good to-
night. Well we’ve shot some 60 odd
rapids today . . . no one’s canned out
YET.

Another early night . . it’s dark and
there’s more than a hint of rain about. |
fall asleep almost instantly. About three
hours later I’'m awake. My lower arms
aren’t used to paddling a kayak all day
. why do they decide to protestat 11
at night. Back to sleep eventually and
wake at daybreak to find Chris has the
fire going . . and it's wet. The mist adds
to the splendour of the hills around us.

Wet clothes on ... no point in getting
too many wet . . and we're back on the
water. This kayak is feeling great . . the
pain’s gone and | reckon you could keep
going all day. Still no-one’s canned, it
looks like the offering we made to the
Taniwha at Te Ohu yesterday is work-
ing. For the next two days we're in the
gorge . . no roads . . no noise except the
birds. The water is perfectly calm, and
there are incredible scenes created by
the reflections. | won’t take too many
photos today . . . it gets even better to-
morrow. Stops for snacks . . . taste the
water from a salt spring . . . learn of the
trees on the banks . . . the birds. .. the
history of the Whanganui River. It's
very relaxing, enjoying the scenery from

the calm quiet canoes. Bursts of excitement
through the rapids . . . all still afloat, although
one canoe has run aground because the river is
low, and Ted has made a hurried exit over the
side . . . still vertical however.

The weather is getting worse so we decide to
head for the Coull Hutt for the night to avoid
putting up tents again. The tributaries are start-
ing to get muddy and the colour of the river is
changing. We make the hut in good time, and
spend a pleasant evening
around the stove before
retiring to mattresses . . .
relief for some who're
not used to the hard
ground yet.

The next morning looks
very wet. We decide to
head right to Pipiriki to
avoid the tents again . . .
its 36 miles. Still no-
one’s canned out, but the
biggest of the rapids are

ahead of us today.

First stop and we take a 35 minute
walk up to the bridge from nowhere.
A couple of engineers with us are most
impressed with the structure . . . even
to a sightseer like me it looks impress-
ive. Pity it's raining. Back to the river.
Miles of beautiful scenery through the
gorge. Wally talks about the river boats
and the landings we pass. Past the
Manganui A Te Ao River mouth, and
we stop for instructions from Wally on
how to negotiate the Ngaporo rapids.
Down to the right, and then turn left
and keep out from the rocks. We get
to the top. Doesn’t look too easy, but
suddenly I'm on the way down . . .
paddle to keep way on . .. out the
bottom. Shipped a lot of water . . .
stop and turn the Kayak upside-down
again to empty out. Nothing to it . ..
think | must be ready for anything.
Down past the drop scene, and Wally
tells us that the Autapu rapid is just
ahead. The big canoe will go through
first and Chris' will take photos as the
rest of us come through...

Outlook interviews Ron Russell on the subject
of employment.

Unemployment is now a hot issue. How is council contributing to employment
in Wanganui?

The ratepayers through the council, are making a large contribution to employ-
ment with the capital expenditure on the sewerage scheme. This has created and
sustained many jobs. We are also active in work development programmes. We
hold meetings with employment groups, school advisory councils, mahi-tahi,
social welfare, etc., and are establishing a job co-ordinator through the Labour
Department.

How is Wanganui faring?

One of the barometers of economic activity is regrettably unemploy ment but we
are surprised by our low level of unemployment compared with other centres.
We are doing better than most.

How come?

We have a more stable economic base. Years ago when the port declined we went
through a period of contraction and adaption. From that we built a financial, ad-
ministrative, industrial and educational infrastructure to give us a strong econo-
mic base which is helping us to withstand the current conditions. We also have
no wild fluctuations in our business activity so Wanganui is very steady.

The weight of media activity on our economic and unemployment malaise crea-
tes a climate of gloom. How is Wanganui handling that?

To the credit of Wanganui people and despite the heightened emotive headlines
it is amazing how our people keep their cool and continue to do their thing. Ord-
inary people are getting on with the job. It is a most positive element and a very
fragile one. We encourage it at every turn. The ordinary person deserves to be
supported.

It is not really the council’s brief to concern itself with unemployment, yet you
have. How has this come about?

Traditionally councils dealt with property related matters and people matters
were the concern of government. Now councils have to deal with people matters.
However they are ‘our people’ so we are happy to concern ourselves with them.
This extra concern means extra services and that means extra cost. Who pays?
Argument is continuing at the moment between local bodies and government. A
new system of financing involving revenue sharing is required. The finance min-
ister’s coffers are always full because pay rises push people into higher tax brac-
kets which automatically means more money for the government. The council,
on the other hand, has to reluctantly fix higher rates.

Higher rates must meet resistance despite the fact that the money is ploughed
back into Wanganui?

Yes, this is a symptom of a national phenomenon which has tended to create a
credibility gap between people and their institutions. Many people have simply
switched off. They feel no longer able to influence the situation. I believe that
politicians,both central and local government,have contributed to this by say-
ing in effect ““elect us and we will do everything for you” — the truth which is
being borne home today is that they can’t. We have to learn again that demo-
cracy cannot function from the top. Democracy requires a contribution from all
and that is why I am urging people to get back into our community organisa-
tions and institutions. We’ve got to build back from the grass roots.

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THE MAY GARDEN

Dear Gardener,

So you plan to plant new roses this winter - it's now time to pre-
pare the ground.

First, establish where each rose is to be planted. Next dig a hole
18" deep and 18" across, putting the top-soil to one side. The remainder
can be barrowed away.

Then replace the soil you took away with compost. If your garden
is in sand it is a good practice to add some clay loam to the compost.
Finally, replace the top-soil and mark position with a stick.

When your roses arrive in June it is a simple job to plant each one
in the position marked.

This preparation will give your roses a good start in life, and
ensure many years of good growth for them, and enjoyment for yourself.

We will have good stocks of bush and standard roses at the Nur-
sery, so start planning your rose garden now!

HEDGING ...

Crowing a hedge is no problem if you live in a good soil area, and
have reasonable shelter, but if the area is open to strong winds, with only
sand or clay to plant into, then it becomes a different story.
