points which are dirty, oily, 
burnt · or the gap incorrectly set 
will not operate correctly.

BACKFIRING when running down hill 
with the foot off the accelerator 
is ·usually due to a weak mixture 
or a retarded spark. Enrichen the 
idling mixture and set the spark 
correctly. ·Backfiring can wreck a 
muffler and .. is rath,et' disturbing 
to the passe ngers . A we ak mix­
ture is also likely to burn - out 
both exhaust valves....and spark 
plugs. , .

CARBURETTOR air cleaners should 
be· properly cleaned every 5000 
miles. Remove the top of the 
cleaner, usually secured with a 
wing nut, a nd take out the filter 
gauze. Wash it with petrol or 
kerosene ~ allow it to drain for 
about 1 5 minutes , l ace it with 
oil and rer>lace it. Re pl a ce the 
oil in the bottom of the contain­
er but don't r e fil~ above the re­
commended ma rk. If the filt e r is 
a paper type, renew it. 

ANOTII J;: R way of cleaning sparK 
plugs is to soak them in ordin~ry 
household a mmonia. Pour the am­
monia into a wide-mouthed bottle 
to the depth of an inch to two. 
Place the plugs in the bottle and 
seal it with a piece of plastic 
shee ting and a rubber band- Leave 
the r>lu~s to soak for several 
hours and you will find that car­
bon, dirt and oil accumulations 
have been r e move d. 

IS YOUR car equipped with disc 
brake s ? At 40,000 mile inte rvals 
have the pa d8 checked for we ar 
othe rwise exre ns ive daniage c an be 
cause d to the disc . Sketch above 
shows a Girlrng disc brake assem­

. bly. The ba sic rrinciple of the 
disc brake is identical with that 
of the calir>er tyre of brake used 
on bicycle s which just goes to 
prove that there ls really noth­
ing ne w under the sun.

FLOODING is caused . by pumr>ing the 
acceJ erator pe dal. This sends raw 
petrol into the cylinde rs, pre­
venting the car from starting. If 
this happe ns, push th~ accelera­
tor pedal to the floor, switch on 
the ignition, and pres s the sta r­
ter button until the eng ine fires 
.. . it will beat une venly at first 
but hold your foot hard on the 
ped a l for a few seconfls lon,:,:er 
until the engine be gins to roar. 
F loodi111s c a n a lso he cau s ed by 
excessive fuel pumr> rressure or a 
leak in the float. 

A HANDY gadget tor cleaning 
clogged ·011· and fuel lines is an 
ordinary me~al type tyre valve 
stem which has been ground down 
on -an emery wheel. The lower 
steel shoe should be placed about 
the middle of the stem to facil­
itate holding the air hose on the 
stem. The high r,res s ure will blow 
out the line s in no time. 
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
